4. Course Description

Course The course is designed to help students develop knowledge and understanding of the main
Description = concepts, principles, and rules of Hong Kong Company Law. Additionally, we will explore
the economic and business context of Company Law and in particular, the way in which the
law seeks to strike a balance between the interests of various stakeholders including
companies, shareholders, creditors, and the public. The course will also explore key
principles of corporate governance. More broadly, students will evaluate the role of
companies in modern society.

5. Course Objectives

1. Gain a detailed understanding of the laws that govern companies in Hong Kong. Additionally, appreciate
how those laws form the foundational structure not only of corporate operations but also much of the
modern economy.

2. By tracking the life-cycle of a company, understand how the law is involved in the formation, operation,
and dissolution of a company. Many examples will be given from the perspective of an entrepreneur.

3. Gain an understanding of, and appreciation for, the complexities behind how companies operate, with a
particular emphasis on the role of lawyers, accountants, and other stakeholders.

4. Improve your research, problem solving, communication, and analytical skills through analysis of legal
problems in both group and individual settings.
