UTM’s facilities are situated on
225 acres of protected greenbelt along the Credit River, with direct shuttle bus service to and from St. George campus.

UTM Residence offers a variety of on-campus accommodation options. The application process is very competitive and places are not guaranteed for students coming
during Fall and/or Winter.
